EXAMPLES OF DUTIES - Essential and other important duties and responsibilities may include, but are not

limited to, the following:

Essential duties and responsibilities

Perform a variety of tasks involved in maintaining, repairing installing and inspecting traffic signals and
street lights including lamps and bulbs, signhal and street light fixtures, controller cabinets and bases,
conduits, junction boxes and related wiring and circuitry; ensure compliance with Village laws, codes and
ordinances.

Operate a variety of circuit testing and related tools and equipment to perform skilled electrical repairs;
operate hand and power tools including drills, electrical test equipment, conduit locator, wrenches,
sockets, pliers and screwdrivers.

Troubleshoot and repair traffic signals and street lights; apply diagnostic tests to various components of
traffic signals including electronic circuits, tubes, controllers, transformers and related equipment.
Program traffic signal controllers.

Operate an aerial lift truck to install, maintain and repair traffic signals.

Locate street light, signal and traffic signal underground wiring; read and interpret blueprints, drawings
and maps.

Estimate and maintain records on material and equipment used; review with supervisor.
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7. Utilize proper safety work policies related to all work performed, including Personal Protective Equipment

(PPE); direct and control traffic around work sites utilizing proper work zone traffic control per IDOT
standards.
